Pool Cover Care

Do not allow covers to crease when loading
them onto reels. Creases are extremely hard to
remove once engrained makes cover handling
more difficult.

Always replace broken reel attachment cords.
The absence of cords can promote creasing.
Replacement cords are available from

S.R. Smith.

Do not administer concentrated chemicals
(e.g. chlorine) next to or on covers. Doing so
may cause damage to the cover.

Lane ropes can remain in the pool while covers
are in use but will lead to some level of wear on
the covers. However broken lane rope segments
can damage the cover.

Placing the Cover Onto the Pool

Remove hand crank from reel.

Walk the pull cord to the opposite end of the
pool.

Position yourself so that you are looking at the
reel and have the pull cord in your hand.

Pull on the pull cord to shed the cover from the
reel and move the cover across the pool. Ensure
that the pool cover corners are folded and does
not catch on any obstacles.

When the cover is shed from the reel, detach the
cover from the reel and finish pulling the cover
across the pool.

Repeat this process with the next reel.

Pulling the Cover Off of the Pool

Attach the cover to the reel.
Insert the hand crank into either end of the reel.

Use the crank to rotate the reel in the direction
that pulls the cover over the top of the reel.

Continue rotating the reel until the cover is
completely rolled up on the reel.
