In many cases, a child or pet falling into 
the water is an almost silent event. The PoolSonix Pool 
Alarm is designed to detect the near silent wave activity 
associated with accidental pool entry. Within seconds of 
detecting the signature wave action, PoolSonix sounds 
an ear piercing alarm at the pool and inside the home, 
alerting a responsible adult to immediately take action.

Pool Safety Tips*

Designate a responsible adult to 
watch young children while swimming or 
playing in or around water. Adults should  
not be involved in any other distracting 
activity (such as reading, playing cards, talking 
on the phone, or mowing the lawn) while 
supervising children.

Learn to swim. However, be aware that 
the American Academy of Pediatrics does 
not recommend swimming classes as the 
primary means of drowning prevention for 
children younger than four. Constant, careful 
supervision and barriers such as pool fencing 
are necessary even when children have 
completed swimming classes.

Learn CPR. In the time it might take for 
paramedics to arrive, your CPR skills could 
make a difference in someone’s life. CPR 
performed by bystanders has been shown to 
improve outcomes in drowning victims.

Install a four-sided, isolation  
pool fence that completely separates the 
house and play area of the yard from the 
pool area. Be sure the fence conforms to all 
applicable codes, standards and regulations  
in your area. 

Remove floats, balls and other toys 
from the pool and surrounding area 
immediately after use. The presence of  
these toys may encourage children to enter 
the pool area or lean over the pool and 
potentially fall in.

Maintain clean, clear water in the 
pool. You should always be able to see items 
beneath the water’s surface.
